Local Success Story Gary Smith; City of Greensboro

The City of Greensboro uses about 1 M gallons of UL gasoline annually and has recently instituted a Fleet Advisory Team to work on reducing fuel consumption and explore means to become more efficient. Results include:

· Field Operations Department cut fuel use by 10% in one year by utilizing “ Route Smart” software. 

· Appliance pickups are now scheduled  via a call in system rather than having personnel drive around on pick up days  

· Building Inspectors used to come into City Hall to get assignments then went out into the field. Now they park a various Fire Stations (closer to the field)

· Recognition that many of the best ideas for conservation come from the end users

·  The City has a NO IDLING policy

Greensboro has purchased 8 hybrid electric vehicles ( Toyota Prius  that average 35-40 MPG) Each vehicle has an average of 40,000 miles on them. Other fleet vehicles include the Ford Taurus (average 10-14 MPG). In addition Greensboro has been a long time user of B20 and recommends a good preventative maintenance program before starting to use biodiesel. Contact Gary at 336-373-2448 for more information

Diesel Emission Reduction Technology John Garrett ; Donaldson Company, Inc.
The diesel retrofit market is just about 5 years old because there was no diesel emission tailpipe regulation before 1988! Before 1988, emissions were.6 grams of particulate matter (PM) per break horse power  hour (gp/hp) In 2007 they dropped to .01 gp/hp PM.

There are two predominate retrofit technologies: passive (uses engines heat to work) and active (creates heat for retrofit technology to work) Diesel particulate filter (DPFs) need heat to have filter work, requires data logging on vehicle for 3 days to assess suitability. Active DPFs require a small about of fuel or electrical heat to get engine hot enough for optimum performance. Consequently there may be a .5-2.5% fuel economy penalty for active technology. DPFs require maintenance. Donaldson can bundle the purchase of DPFs w/cleaning equipment. Cleaning equipment costs about $20,000, where as sending filters out for cleaning cost $300-$500. DPFs remove up to 90% PM. Diesel Multi Stage filters do not require annual maintenance and reduce 65-70% PM
